Brethren, I would remind you in what 
terms I preached to you the gospel, 
which you received, in which you 
stand, by which you are saved, if you 
hold it fast -- unless you believed in 
vain. For I delivered to you as of first 
importance what I also received, that 
Christ died for our sins in accordance 
with the scriptures, that he was buried, 
that he was raised on the third day in 
accordance with the scriptures, and 
that he appeared to Cephas, then to 
the twelve. Then he appeared to more 
than five hundred brethren at one time, 
most of whom are still alive, though 
some have fallen asleep. Then he    
appeared to James, then to all the 
apostles. Last of all, as to one untimely 
born, he appeared also to me. For I am 
the least of the apostles, unfit to be 
called an apostle, because I              
persecuted the church of God. But by 
the grace of God I am what I am, and 
his grace toward me was not in vain. 
On the contrary, I worked harder than 
any of them, though it was not I, but the 
grace of God which is with me.    
Whether then it was I or they, so we 
preach and so you believed.

12th Sunday of Matthew  

At that time, a young man 
came up to Jesus, kneeling 
and saying, "Good Teach-
er, what good deed must I 
do, to have eternal life?" 
And he said to him, "Why 
do you call me good? One 
there is who is good. If you 
would enter life, keep the 
commandments." He said 
to him, "Which?" And Je-
sus said, "You shall not kill, 
You shall not commit adul-
tery, You shall not steal, 
You shall not bear false 
witness, Honor your father and mother, 
and You shall love your neighbor as 
yourself." The young man said to him, 
"All these I have observed; what do I still 
lack?" Jesus said to him, "If you would 
be perfect, go, sell what you possess 
and give to the poor, and you will have 
treasure in heaven; and come, follow 
me." When the young man heard this he 
went away sorrowful; for he had great 
possessions. 

And Jesus said to his disciples, "Truly, I 
say to you, it will be hard for a rich man 
to enter the kingdom of heaven. Again I 
tell you, it is easier for a camel to go 
through the eye of a needle than for a 
rich man to enter the kingdom of God." 
When the disciples heard this they were 
greatly astonished, saying, "Who then 
can be saved?" But Jesus looked at 
them and said to them, "With men this is 
impossible, but with God all things are 
possible."

Today we have the special blessing of the 
visitation of the Panagia Prousiotissa Icon.  
This particular icon, which is kept at the 
Metropolis Chapel in Atlanta, is a copy of 
the wonderworking icon which is in the 
Monastery of Prousso in Evrytania, 
Greece.  We thank Mr. Jimmy Caras for 
arranging the iconôs yearly visitation to our 
parish here in Macon! 
 
The original icon in Greece is by tradition attributed 
to St. Luke the writer of the Third Gospel.  In our  
Orthodox tradition, St. Luke is understood to have 
been the first iconographer.  The icon came to be 
placed in Proussa (now Bursa, Turkey) near        
Constantinople.  In the 9th Century, during the period 
of Iconoclasm, a pious Christian took the icon to the 
mountains of Greece for safety because of the        
destruction of icons around Constantinople.  A        
monastery was later built there and the icon has 
been there since.  This monastery is a place of       
pilgrimage for the Orthodox faithful to venerate this 
holy and wonderworking icon!

In giving birth you remained a virgin, and in your dor-
mition you did not forsake this world, O Theotokos.  
For as the Mother of Life, you have yourself passed into 
life.  And by your prayers you deliver our souls from 
death.  (Sung before the Small Entrance and after the 
Hymn of the Resurrection, page 223) 
 
Hymn of the Resurrection (3rd Mode):  Let the heavens 
rejoice and the earth be glad, for the Lord has shown 
the mighty power of His arm.  He has trampled down 
death by death, becoming the first-born of the dead.  
He has delivered us from the depths of hell and has 
granted to all the world His great mercy.  (page 
106+107) 
 
Hymn of the Panagia Prousiotissa Icon:  As champion 
of all Greece you stand arrayed, and worker of extraor-
dinary wonders by your icon from Prousso, Immacu-
late Virgin Mary; for swiftly you give light to the blind, 
drive dread demons far way, and also, loving Lady, 
brace the paralyzed.  All those who have recourse to 
you, you save from every harm.  Glory to your         
child-bearing without seed!  Glory to the One who 
made you great!  Glory to the One who through you 
works such wonders!
